Our American Baptist Women& Ministries of PA & DE 2011-2012
3 Mission Project is to build five Rubble Homes in Haiti.

fOur permanent recycled rubble homes are designed to be earthquake
resistant through the use of an innovative new construction technique. This
method of construction provides a home that is culturally relevant in Haiti
because it looks and feels just like another dwelling in Haiti. It also
prevents rubble from winding up in the ocean or being placed on agriculture land and
rendering it useless for generations.

We start with a compacted rubble foundation. The foundation is needed to give the walls a
bearing area and to spread the weight of the walls over a larger area of the soil to prevent
settling. No concrete is used in the building of the foundation.

Once the foundation is complete, we erect a reusable wooden frame around the perimeter of
the building. Welded wire mesh is then bent to the shape of the house and installed against
the frame to form a wall exoskeleton. Strips of welded wire mesh are placed inside the
exoskeleton every 12 inches to tie both sides together and prevent the wall from bulging.
Window openings are created in the wire exoskeleton and rebar is placed in the middle of the
walls to fasten the top plate to the foundation and counter the uplift forces created by high
tropical winds. Both doors are installed and debris is then placed inside the wall exoskeleton

until it is full.o
